Pastoral experience
1) Church Planter—One at a Time Baptist Church (Jan 2003-Present). Currently on a two-person team planting a church in downtown Los Angeles in what is known as “Skid Row”. I preach most weeks, counsel and pray with attendees, evangelize, visit, street witness, and continue to seek new avenues of discipleship, fellowship, and lasting ministry.
